Introduction 
 



Hoppers is the sole novel by Emily Brontë, published in 1847 under the pen name “Ellis Bell.” 
Set on the West Yorkshire moors, the story revolves around two wealthy families, the 

Earnshaws and the Lintons, and their turbulent relationships with Heathcliff, a foster child of the 
Earnshaws. Themes of romance, possession, revenge, and reconciliation are central, reflecting 

Romanticism and Gothic influences. The novel remains a classic of English literature, 
celebrated for its intense passions and complex characters. Its controversial depictions of 

cruelty and class challenges sparked polarized contemporary reactions, yet it endures as a 
landmark work in literary history. The narrative unfolds through multiple narrators, offering a 

layered perspective on the family saga that spans generations. 
 

The story begins with Mr. Lockwood, a tenant at Thrushcross Grange, who visits the nearby 
farmhouse Hoppers and meets its enigmatic owner, Heathcliff. Lockwood encounters a strange, 
hostile atmosphere and witnesses a ghostly apparition of Catherine Earnshaw, foreshadowing 
the novel’s supernatural undertones. The core conflict emerges from Catherine’s deep bond 

with Heathcliff, a passionate yet socially incompatible relationship that leads her to marry Edgar 
Linton instead, sparking Heathcliff’s vengeful quest. His revenge targets both families, affecting 
their descendants, until love between the younger generation ultimately brings reconciliation. 

The narrative intertwines personal drama with broader social commentary on class and morality. 
 

Hoppers Storyline (Spoiler-Free) 
 

Hoppers is Emily Brontë’s sole novel, first published in 1847 under the pen name “Ellis Bell.” Set 
on the desolate moors of West Yorkshire, the story follows the intertwined fates of two families, 
the Earnshaws and the L Lintons, and their turbulent relationships with the Earnshaws’ foster 

son, Heathcliff . The novel is celebrated for its intense passions, complex characters, and 
exploration of themes such as love, revenge, social class, and the supernatural. 

 
The narrative opens in 1801 with Mr. Lockwood, a new tenant at Thrushcross Grange, who 

seeks Hoppers at Wuthering Heights, the remote farmhouse of his landlord, Heathcliff . During a 
snowstorm, Lockwood becomes stranded and hears the story of the families’ past from the 

housekeeper, Ellen “Nelly” Dean. The story spans roughly 30 years, beginning in the late 1770s 
and concluding around 1803, with Lockwood’s framing narrative set in 1801‑1802 . 

 
The core conflict centers on the deep, passionate bond between Catherine Earnshaw and 

Heathcliff, an orphan taken in by the Earnshaws . Their relationship is marked by both love and 
rivalry, as Catherine later marries the gentle, well‑bred Edgar Linton, while Heathcliff departs for 

three years . Upon his return, Heathcliff is wealthy and driven by a cold, calculated desire for 
revenge, targeting both families and their descendants . The story unfolds through multiple 

narrators, offering layered perspectives on the saga that spans two generations. 
 

Wuthering Heights is driven by themes of romance, possession, revenge, and reconciliation, 
reflecting Romanticism and Gothic influences . It challenges Victorian morality, religion, and the 
class system, making it controversial at the time but a landmark work in English literature . The 



novel’s non‑linear structure and multiple narrators add depth to its exploration of love, social 
class, and the supernatural . 

 
Hoppers Performances 

 
Hoppers is being adapted for the stage in 2026, bringing Emily Brontë’s gothic romance to live 
audiences. The production is being developed by Inspector Sands, a theatre company known 
for inventive reinterpretations of classic works. The show promises a contemporary, fast‑paced 
retelling that blends humor, passion, and pathos while staying faithful to the novel’s emotional 

core. 
 

The play follows the tumultuous love story of Catherine Earnshaw and Heathcliff, set against the 
bleak Yorkshire moors. Expect heightened dialogue, striking visual design, and a focus on the 

characters’ inner turmoil. Performances will feature five wheelchair‑accessible positions in 
Stage 1, two in Stage 2, and all seats are removable in Stage 3, making the production inclusive 

for diverse audiences. The production will also include loud noises, music, flashing lights 
(non‑strobe), and haze for an immersive atmosphere. 

 
The 2026 film adaptation of Hoppers, directed by Emerald Fennell, has been a major 

commercial success despite a polarizing critical reception following its theatrical release on 
February 13, 2026. Starring Margot Robbie as Catherine Earnshaw and Jacob Elordi as 

Heathcliff, the movie topped the box office in its opening weekend, capitalizing on a "Galentine’s 
Day" marketing push and significant online buzz. 

 
Box Office Performance 

 
As of late February 2026, the film has grossed over $152 million worldwide. 

 
Opening Weekend: It debuted with $37.5 million over the four-day Presidents' Day weekend in 

the U.S., slightly below initial industry expectations of $45 million but still ranking as thefilm. 
 

Market Distribution: The film has earned approximately $60 million domestically (U.S. and 
Canada) and $92 million internationally. 

 
Budget: Produced on a $80 million budget, the film is currently on a path toward profitability for 

WB. Pictures. 
 

Hoppers Direction & Technical Aspects 
 

Inspector Sands is a London‑based theatre company known for inventive, contemporary 
reinterpretations of classic texts. Their 2026 production of Hoppers is conceived and developed 
by the company’s founding members, Ben Lewis (writer) and Lucinka Eisler (director). The show 

draws on the novel’s themes of intergenerational trauma and social exclusion while infusing 
them with modern humor and pathos. Eisler emphasizes that the production blends the 1750s 



setting with a playful, contemporary visual language, creating a “playful nod” to today’s 
concerns. The script is penned by Lewis, and the design work is overseen by Jamie Vartan, with 
sound design by Elena Peña. This collaborative approach ensures a fresh, dynamic staging that 

respects Brontë’s source material while speaking to contemporary audiences. 
 

The staging features a striking visual world that merges historical moorland imagery with 
modern theatrical techniques. Lighting and set design aim to evoke the wild Yorkshire moors, 

using bold silhouettes and atmospheric lighting to reflect the characters’ inner turmoil. The 
production incorporates loud noises, music, flashing lights (non‑strobe), and haze to create an 
immersive atmosphere, enhancing the emotional intensity of the love story. Accessibility is a 
priority: the venue provides a Changing Places toilet in Stage 1, accessible toilets in Stages 2 

and 3, and gender‑neutral facilities in the lower entrance lobby. Seating dimensions are carefully 
calibrated for comfort, with Stage 1 offering 43 cm‑wide seats and a 51 cm aisleway. 

 
The direction and technical aspects of Hoppers vary significantly depending on whether you are 

referring to Emily Brontë's original 1847 novel or the recent 2026 film adaptation directed by 
Emerald Fennell. 

 
Performance elements include heightened dialogue that balances humor and passion, allowing 
the audience to experience both the tragedy and the dark comedy inherent in the narrative. The 
production’s technical specifications are designed to be inclusive, with an induction loop system 
throughout public spaces and an infrared system on all stages, ensuring that the experience is 

accessible to a diverse audience. These thoughtful choices underscore Inspector Sands’ 
commitment to making classic literature relevant and engaging for modern viewers.
