Absolutely nothing. No COD Points. Just wasted time, potential malware, and a privacy nightmare. Promises like
“free cod points code today" or “free cod points code 2026 from random, unofficial sources fall into this same trap.

Red Flags of a COD Point Scam

¢ "Too Good to Be True" Offers: Instant points, unlimited points, or codes for thousands of points with zero
effort. If it sounds impossible, it is.

o Asking for Login Credentials: Activision will NEVER ask for your password outside of their official login
pages. Never enter your game account details into a third-party site. This is a direct phishing attempt to steal
your account.

¢ Demanding Personal Info (Especially Payment Details): No legitimate offer of free currency will require
your credit card number for "verification" or "shipping."
